Battle Creek Health System (BCHS) is seeking to recruit a psychiatrist to provide inpatient 
care at our Fieldstone Campus, as well as ED Access center consultations and psychiatric 
consultations for medical patients on the main campus of BCHS.   
 
Fieldstone is a 39-bed acute-care psychiatric hospital that provides missional as well as 
profitable services to Battle Creek and surrounding communities.  Patient demographics 
include adult’s age 18 and older with serious psychiatric issues and elderly adults with 
neurological brain disorders such as Dementia and Alzheimer’s disease.  The major 
referral sources are private practitioners, community mental health centers throughout 
southwest Michigan, and the BCHS Emergency Department.  A daily census of 6-18 
patients per day can be anticipated, with growth potential equal 15-30 patients. 
 
Qualified candidates will be board certified/eligible in psychiatry, have the ability to become 
licensed to practice in the state of Michigan, have two to five years of clinical experience in 
behavioral health.  Will perform all of the duties of a psychiatrist including provision of 
inpatient and outpatient psychiatric evaluations, psychiatric therapies, in-house 
consultations, nursing home consultations, urgent care as well as participate in the call 
schedule.  Strong interpersonal skills with drive to deliver great patient care 
 
Support staff includes:  Assessment Referral Collaborators who take first call, experienced 
team of Psychiatric Registered Nurses, Licensed Social Workers, Treatment Team 
Specialists, Occupational Therapists, and Clinical Psychologists.
